Compliance

As Special Assistant Auditors for the Auditor General, we have examined the State of Illinois,
Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s compliance with the requirements listed
below, as more fully described in the Audit Guide for Financial Audits and Compliance
Attestation Engagements of Illinois State Agencies (Audit Guide) as adopted by the Auditor
General, during the two years ended June 30, 2018. The management of the State of Illinois,
Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity is responsible for compliance with these
requirements. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on the State of Illinois, Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s compliance based on our examination.

A. The State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity has
obligated, expended, received, and used public funds of the State in accordance with
the purpose for which such funds have been appropriated or otherwise authorized by
law.

B. The State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity has
obligated, expended, received, and used public funds of the State in accordance with
any limitations, restrictions, conditions or mandatory directions imposed by law
upon such obligation, expenditure, receipt or use.

C. The State of lllinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity has
complied, in all material respects, with applicable laws and regulations, including the
State uniform accounting system, in its financial and fiscal operations.

D. State revenues and receipts collected by the State of Illinois, Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity are in accordance with applicable laws and
regulations and the accounting and recordkeeping of such revenues and receipts is
fair, accurate and in accordance with law.

E. Money or negotiable securities or similar assets handled by the State of Illinois,
Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity on behalf of the State or held
in trust by the State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity
have been properly and legally administered and the accounting and recordkeeping
relating thereto is proper, accurate, and in accordance with law.

ACCOUNTING TECHNOLOGY ADVISORY
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Our examination was conducted in accordance with attestation standards established by the
American Institute of Certified Public Accountants; the standards applicable to attestation
engagements contained in Government Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller General of
the United States; the Illinois State Auditing Act (Act); and the Audit Guide as adopted by the
Auditor General pursuant to the Act (the Audit Guide). Those standards, the Act, and the Audit
Guide require that we plan and perform the examination to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity complied, in
all material respects, with the specified requirements listed above. An examination involves
performing procedures to obtain evidence about whether the State of Illinois, Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity complied with the specified requirements listed above.
The nature, timing and extent of the procedures selected depend on our judgement, including an
assessment of the risks of material noncompliance, whether due to fraud or error.

We believe that the evidence we obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a reasonable
basis for our opinion. Our examination does not provide a legal determination on the State of
[llinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s compliance with specified
requirements.

In our opinion, the State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity
complied, in all material respects, with the compliance requirements listed in the first paragraph
of this report during the two years ended June 30, 2018. However, the results of our procedures
disclosed other instances of noncompliance with the requirements, which are required to be
reported in accordance with criteria established by the Audit Guide, issued by the Illinois Office
of the Auditor General and which are described in the accompanying schedule of findings as
items 2018-001 through 2018-010.

The State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s responses to the
findings identified in our examination are described in the accompanying schedule of findings.
The State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s responses were not
subjected to the procedures applied in the compliance examination and, accordingly, we express
no opinion on the responses.

The purpose of this report on compliance is solely to describe the scope of our testing and the
results of that testing in accordance with the requirements of the Audit Guide issued by the
Illinois Office of the Auditor General. Accordingly, this report is not suitable for any other
purpose.

Internal Control

Management of the State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity is
responsible for establishing and maintaining effective internal control over compliance with the
requirements listed in the first paragraph of this report. In planning and performing our
examination, we considered the State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity’s internal control over compliance with the requirements listed in the first paragraph
of this report to determine the examination procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances
for the purpose of expressing our opinion on compliance and to test and report on internal control
over compliance in accordance with the Audit Guide, issued by the Illinois Office of the Auditor
General, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the State of
[llinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s internal control over
compliance. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the State of
[llinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s internal control over

compliance. 9



A deficiency in internal control over compliance exists when the design or operation of a control
over compliance does not allow management or employees, in the normal course of performing
their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct, noncompliance with the requirements
listed in the first paragraph of this report on a timely basis. A material weakness in internal
control over compliance is a deficiency, or combination of deficiencies, in internal control over
compliance, such that there is a reasonable possibility that material noncompliance with a
requirement listed in the first paragraph of this report will not be prevented, or detected and
corrected, on a timely basis. A significant deficiency in internal control over compliance is a
deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control over compliance that is less
severe than a material weakness in internal control over compliance, yet important enough to
merit attention by those charged with governance.

Our consideration of internal control over compliance was for the limited purpose described in
the first paragraph of this section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal
control over compliance that might be material weaknesses or significant deficiencies and
therefore, material weaknesses or significant deficiencies may exist that were not identified. We
did not identify any deficiencies in internal control over compliance that we consider to be
material weaknesses. However, we identified certain deficiencies in internal control over
compliance, as described in the accompanying schedule of findings as items 2018-001 through
2018-010, that we consider to be significant deficiencies.

As required by the Audit Guide, immaterial findings excluded from this report have been reported
in a separate letter to your office.

The State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s responses to the
internal control findings identified in our examination are described in the accompanying
schedule of findings. The State of Illinois, Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity’s responses were not subjected to the procedures applied in the compliance
examination and, accordingly, we express no opinion on the responses.

The purpose of this report on internal control over compliance is solely to describe the scope of
our testing of internal control over compliance and the results of that testing based on the
requirements of the Audit Guide, issued by the Illinois Office of the Auditor General.
Accordingly, this report is not suitable for any other purpose.

Supplementary Information for State Compliance Purposes

Our examination was conducted for the purpose of forming an opinion on compliance with the
requirements listed in the first paragraph of this report. The accompanying supplementary
information for the years ended June 30, 2018 and June 30, 2017 in Schedules 1 through 7 and
the Analysis of Operations Section is presented for purposes of additional analysis. We have
applied certain limited procedures as prescribed by the Audit Guide as adopted by the Auditor
General to the June 30, 2018 and June 30, 2017 accompanying supplementary information in
Schedules 1 through 7. However, we do not express an opinion on the accompanying
supplementary information.

CURRENT FINDINGS — State Compliance

2018-001. EINDING (Weaknesses in Controls over Grant Administration)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) did not ensure
adequate controls were established in the administration of grant programs.

The Department expended $1,085,204,865 for awards and grants during the examination
period. Expenditures for awards and grants accounted for 95% of the Department’s total
expenditures of $1,146,709,915. We tested 60 grant agreements spread across the various
bureaus within the Department.

During the testing of awards and grants, the following issues were noted; Sixteen awards
(27%) tested contained instances of required grantee reports being submitted late. Reports
ranged from 4 to 68 business days late. Furthermore, for thirteen of the 16 (81%) grantees
that submitted reports late, the Department failed to send the required notifications.
$569,448 was obligated by the Department while these reports had not been submitted and
the Department had not sent all required notifications to the grantee. Additionally,
$193,323 of that amount occurred after the date the cash shutoff should have occurred.

The Fiscal Control and Internal Auditing Act (Act) (30 ILCS 10/3001) requires all State
agencies to establish and maintain a system, or systems of internal fiscal and
administrative controls, to provide assurance that resources are utilized efficiently,
effectively, and in compliance with law and obligations are in compliance with applicable
laws. In addition, good business practices dictate the Department apply a multifaceted
monitoring approach for all of its grants during the grant period to ensure accountability
and compliance with the grant agreements.

During the previous examination the Department stated they had implemented new
controls to ensure payments to grantees are only made after required reports are received
and approved by the Department as required in the grant agreement. In addition, the
Department stated its Office of Accountability would ensure that grant monitoring will
occur per the conditions of the grant agreements for those programs that lack monitors.
Department officials stated the current examination issues noted with grant administration
were due to a lack of resources.

Failure to ensure adequate controls and procedures are established and followed for the
administration of the grant programs increases the risk of undetected noncompliance and
delays in recovering unused funds, if any. (Finding Code No. 2018-001, 2016-001, 2014-
001, 12-1, 10-1, 08-1)

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RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department strengthen its controls over the grant administration
process including controls over disbursement of grant funds and grant monitoring.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation.
The Department continues to assess and improve the efficiency and effectiveness of our
current controls over the grant administration and monitoring processes.

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2018-002. EINDING (Noncompliance with the Fiscal Control and Internal Auditing Act)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s (Department) internal auditing
program did not fully comply with the Fiscal Control and Internal Auditing Act.

The Department’s Office of Internal Audit (OIA) did not conduct audits of the
Department’s major systems of internal accounting and administrative control to ensure
major systems are reviewed at least once every two years. During fiscal year 2017 and
2018, the OIA did not conduct and complete any audits. In addition, the Department
implemented a new electronic data processing system during the examination period
which, according to the risk assessment performed by the Department, required a limited
system development review to be performed by OIA. The limited system development
review was not conducted during the examination period. The Chief Internal Auditor was
hired September 21, 2015 and a staff member was added to the OIA on December 18,
2017.

The Fiscal Control and Internal Auditing Act (Act) (30 ILCS 10/2003), requires the chief
executive officer of each designated State agency ensure the internal auditing program
includes audits of major systems of internal and administrative control conducted on a
periodic basis so that all major systems are reviewed at least once every two years. The
audits must include testing of the obligation, expenditures, receipt, and use of public funds
of the State and of funds held in trust to determine whether those activities are in
accordance with applicable laws and regulations. Additionally, the audits must include
grants received or made by the designated State agency to determine the grants are
monitored, administered, and accounted for in accordance with applicable laws and
regulations. The Act also requires the internal auditing program to include reviews of the
design of major new electronic data processing systems and major modifications to
existing systems prior to their installation to ensure these systems provide for adequate
audit trails and accountability.

In response to this finding from the prior year, the Department stated it continues to
establish processes that will help ensure adherence to all requirements of the Fiscal Control
and Internal Auditing Act. Department officials stated they would pursue filling internal
auditor positions.

Regarding the failure to conduct audits of the Department’s major systems of internal
accounting and administrative control to ensure major systems are reviewed at least once
every two years during the current examination period, Department officials stated the
noncompliance with the Act was mainly due to staffing limitations in the OIA.
Department officials further stated that during the current examination period one staff
member was added to the OIA team and another position was posted, but not filled.

Regarding the failure to conduct a required limited system development review of a new
data processing system Department officials stated that weaknesses in communication and
absence of relevant policies and procedures was the reason for the Department’s failure to
conduct the review.

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The Department administers a large number of State and federal awards and grants.
Awards and grants totaling $1,085,204,865 were expended during the examination period,
requiring an effective system of internal control to ensure awards and grants are monitored,
administered, and accounted for in accordance with applicable laws and regulations. The
major areas of internal control must be audited by internal audit on a regular basis to
ensure adherence to an effective internal control system. Failure to perform regular internal
audits of major systems of internal and administrative controls may result in weaknesses in
internal control not being timely detected. (Finding Code No. 2018-002, 2016-002, 2014-
003, 12-2)

RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the OIA address its staffing limitations and conduct internal audits of
major systems and administrative controls at least once every two years in compliance with
the Fiscal Control and Internal Auditing Act. OIA should include review of the
Department’s internal control over its administration of Federal and State grants and
include review of major electronic systems installed or review of major modifications to
the existing electronic systems.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation.
The Department continues to establish processes that will help ensure adherence to all
requirements of the Fiscal Control and Internal Auditing Act. The Department is pursuing
filling internal auditor positions which are essential to operate a fully functioning Office of
Internal Audit.

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2018-003. EINDING (Failure to Submit, or Timely Submit Required Reports)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) did not submit or
timely submit required reports in accordance with the mandates set forth in the State Law.

During testing of statutes applicable to the Department, auditors noted the following:

The Department did not submit a report on its evaluation of the effectiveness of the
tax credit program to the Governor and the General Assembly as required by the
Economic Development for a Growing Economy (EDGE) Tax Credit Act during the
examination period. The EDGE Tax Credit Act (35 ILCS 10/5-75) requires the
Department on a biennial basis to evaluate the tax credit program. The evaluation
shall include an assessment of the effectiveness of the program in creating new jobs
in Illinois and of the revenue impact of the program and may include a review of the
practices and experiences of other states with similar programs. The Director shall
submit a report on the evaluation to the Governor and the General Assembly after
June 30 and before November 1 in each odd-numbered year. In response to this
finding from the previous examination, Department officials stated they would
continue to strive for timely submission of all required reports or, when appropriate,
seek statutory changes. In regard to the current examination period, Department
officials stated the failure to file the biennial report evaluating the effectiveness of
the EDGE tax credit program was due to the Department’s belief that the
requirements were met when they included a summary of jobs created and potential
capital investment for each program in their EDGE annual report filed on or before
July 1.

The Department did not timely submit the reports evaluating the effectiveness of the
River Edge Redevelopment Zone Act to the Governor and General Assembly during
the examination period. The calendar year reports for 2015 and 2016 were submitted
372 and 34 days late, respectively. The River Edge Redevelopment Zone Act (65
ILCS 115/10-6(a)(1)) (Act) requires the Department to monitor the implementation
of this Act and submit reports evaluating the effectiveness of the program and setting
forth any suggestions for legislation to the Governor and General Assembly by
October 1 of each year preceding a regular Session of the General Assembly. In
response to this finding from the previous examination, Department officials stated
they would continue to strive for timely submission of all required reports or, when
appropriate, seek statutory changes. Department officials stated the reports on the
River Edge Redevelopment Zone Act were not submitted timely during the current
examination period due to staff turnover and competing priorities.

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. The Department could not verify whether the Task Force on Opportunities for At-
Risk Women (Task Force) reported back to the Governor and General Assembly by
January 1, 2018. The Opportunities for At-Risk Women Act (20 ILCS 5075/5 and
15) (Act) mandates the Department provide administrative support, technical
assistance, meeting space, and funding for the Task Force. The Act also requires the
Task Force, on or before January 1, 2018, and on or before January 1 of each year
thereafter, to report to the Governor and the General Assembly on its activities and
include any recommendations for legislation or rulemaking to facilitate its work in
the targeted areas of assistance and outsourcing. Department officials stated the
report from the Task Force on Opportunities for At-Risk Women was not submitted
due to the time it took to make appointments to the Task Force and complete the
administrative tasks involved with establishing the Task Force.

. The Department did not complete or submit a survey on business incentives based
upon its contacts of businesses that are located in the State or have been identified as
having left the State to the General Assembly by July 1, 2017 and 2018, respectively,
as required by the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois (20 ILCS 605/605-456).
Department officials stated the failure to file the surveys on business incentives were
due to the Department’s belief that the requirements were met through the Creating
Opportunities for Retention & Expansion (CORE) program.

Failure to submit or timely submit required reports inhibits accumulation of meaningful
oversight information for the Governor and General Assembly. (Finding Code No. 2018-
003, 2016-003, 2014-004, 12-4, 10-5)

RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department ensure necessary information is collected and required
reports are timely submitted to the Governor and General Assembly or seek legislative
remedy from the statutory requirements.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation
and will continue to strive for timely submission of all required reports or, when
appropriate, seek statutory changes.
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2018-004. EINDING (Boards, Commissions, Committees and Councils Not Fully Staffed)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) did not ensure
that certain boards, commissions, committees, or councils mandated to provide guidance to
the Department had the required number of members or met as required during the
examination period.

During testing of statutes applicable to the Department requiring various boards,
commissions, committees, and councils, the auditors noted the following:

The Department did not appoint a liaison to serve as ex-officio member on the Illinois
Latino Family Commission. The Illinois Latino Family Commission Act (20 ILCS
3983/20) requires the Department to appoint a liaison to serve ex-officio on the Illinois
Latino Family Commission (Commission). The Office of the Governor, in cooperation
with the State agencies appointing liaisons to the Commission, shall provide
administrative support to the Commission.

The Department did not appoint a liaison to serve as an ex-officio nonvoting member
on the Older Adult Services Advisory Committee. The Older Adult Services Act (320
ILCS 42/35(b)) requires the Department to select a representative to serve as an ex-
officio nonvoting member on the Older Adult Services Advisory Committee.

In the previous examination, auditors noted the Department did not appoint a member
or designate an employee to serve as a member of the Mississippi River Coordinating
Council (Council) upon the existing member’s separation from the Department in
February 2016. During the examination period, auditors noted the Department
appointed the Director to the Council. However, within the minutes for the seven
meetings held by the Council during the examination period, the Director or designee
only attended three (43%) of the meetings. The Mississippi River Coordinating
Council Act (20 ILCS 4003/10(a)) (Act) requires the Director of the Department or his
or her designee to serve as a voting member of the Mississippi River Coordinating
Council. Further, Section 20 of the Act requires the Director of the Department to
designate at least one employee to assist the Council. The Department could not support
the existence of designating at least one employee to assist the Council due to the lack
of central maintenance of supporting documentation. Department officials stated the
supporting documentation was lost through staffing transitions.

The Department did not formally appoint a liaison to serve ex-officio on the Illinois
African-American Family Commission (Commission). During the previous
examination period, it was noted the Department appointed a liaison to the
Commission. However, the required oath of office form was not submitted to the
Governor’s Office of Boards and Commissions to formalize the appointment. During
the current examination, the Department did not take further action concerning the
appointment of a liaison to the Commission. The Illinois African-American Family
Commission Act (20 ILCS 3903/20) requires the Department to appoint a liaison to
serve ex-officio on the Commission.
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The Department did not appoint a member or designate an employee to serve as a
member on the Women’s Business Ownership Council. =~ The Women’s Business
Ownership Act of 2015 (20 ILCS 5060/5) requires the Department’s Director or his
or her designee to serve on the Women’s Business Ownership Council (Council).

The Department’s Director was appointed a member of the 21st Century Workforce
Development Fund Advisory Committee (Committee); however, the Department did
not ensure the Committee met during the examination period. The Illinois Emergency
Employment Development Act (20 ILCS 630/11) states the Department is responsible
for the administration and staffing of the Committee.

The Department did not appoint a representative to the Illinois Literacy Council. The
[Mlinois Literacy Act (15 ILCS 322/20) requires the Illinois Literacy Council’s (Council)
membership to include a representative from the Department.

The Department’s Director did not serve on the Interagency Council on the Bikeways
Program. The Bikeway Act (605 ILCS 30/4) requires the Department’s Director to be a
member of the Interagency Council on the Bikeways Program (Council) which is to
convene at least quarterly to determine policy and priorities of the Bikeway Act.

In the previous examination, auditors noted the Department did not appoint a member
to serve as a member of the Wabash and Ohio Rivers Coordinating Council (Council)
upon the existing designated member’s separation from the Department in February
2016. During the examination period, auditors noted the Department appointed the
Director to the Council. However, within the minutes for the six meetings held by the
Council during the examination period, the Director or his designee only attended three
(50%) of the meetings. The Wabash and Ohio Rivers Coordinating Council Act (20
ILCS 4060/10(a)) requires the Director of the Department or his or her designee to
serve as an ex-officio voting member of the Council.

The Department did not appoint a representative to the Illinois Single Audit
Commission (ILSAC) upon the existing representative’s separation from the
Department. In the previous examination Department officials stated that they
attempted to replace their representation in ILSAC in fiscal year 2016. However,
during our current examination inquiries, Department officials stated they did not have
an oath of office form submitted to the Governor’s Office of Boards and Commissions
to formalize the appointment for any representative serving on the ILSAC during the
examination period or any other supporting documentation to substantiate an
appointment to ILSAC. The lllinois Grant Funds Recovery Act (30 ILCS 705/15.1)
creates the Illinois Single Audit Commission to “assist the Governor’s Office of
Management and Budget in creating its annual report under Section 90 of the Grant
Accountability and Transparency Act.” The Commission shall be comprised of one
representative from each of the grant-making agencies who is an expert in grants
subject matter, and who shall be appointed by the Governor, including the Department
of Commerce and Economic Opportunity.
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. The Department’s Director was appointed a member of the Illinois Ethanol Research
Advisory Board (Board); however, the Board did not meet during the examination
period. Department officials stated the Board last met in 2012. The Southern Illinois
University Management Act (110 ILCS 520/6.6) (Act) establishes the Board, of which
the Director is a member. The Act states the Board shall meet annually, or at the call of
the Chairman, and shall review the annual operating plans and budget of the National
Corn-to-Ethanol Research Pilot Plant and advise on research and development priorities
and projects carried out at the plant, among other duties included in the Act.

. The Department did not participate in the Illinois Muslim American Advisory Council
(Council). The Illinois Muslim American Advisory Council Act (20 ILCS 5110/20(e))
requires the Deputy Director of the Office of Trade and Investment within the
Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity, or his or her designee, to serve
an ex-officio member on the Council.

. The Department’s designee for the Military Economic Development Committee
(Committee) only attended four of eight (50%) of the quarterly meetings held by the
Committee during the examination period. The Civil Administrative Code of Illinois
(20 ILCS 605/605-215(a)-(g)) (Code) created the Military Economic Development
Committee, of which the Director of the Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity or his or her designee is an ex officio member. The Code states the
Director of the Department is to serve as vice-chair and oversee the administration of
the Committee and its functions. Expenses necessary to carry out the function of the
Committee are to be shared among the agencies represented on the committee pursuant
to an interagency agreement and from funds appropriated for this purpose or from
existing funds within budgets of those agencies. The Department did not enter into an
interagency agreement for the shared expenses of the Committee because Department
officials stated that no funds were requested by the Committee during the examination
period.

In response to this noncompliance in the previous examination, Department officials stated
they would track compliance of statutorily required appointments; make required
appointments; or, where appropriate, seek statutory changes. In regard to the current
examination period, Department officials stated that competing priorities prevented the
Department from appointing a representative to the mandated Boards, Commissions,
Committees, and Councils.
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In the previous examination, the auditors noted noncompliance regarding the Illinois Steel
Development Board (Civil Administrative Code of Illinois (Department of Commerce and
Economic Opportunity Law (20 ILCS 605/605-425)), the Digital Divide Elimination
Advisory Committee and Digital Divide Elimination Working Group (Working Group)
(Eliminate the Digital Divide Law (30 ILCS 780/5-30(e)-(g)), and the Commission on
Children and Youth (Commission on Children and Youth Act (20 ILCS 4075/15(d)).
These Boards, Committees, Working Groups, and Commissions were dissolved as part of
Executive Orders 2018-05 and 2018-11. In addition, auditors noted noncompliance
regarding the Support Your Neighborhood Commission (Civil Administrative Code of
[llinois (Department of Central Management Services Law) (20 ILCS 405/405-525(c)).
This statute was repealed on December 31, 2017. Finally, the noncompliance noted in the
previous examination regarding the Mid-America Medical District Commission (Mid-
America Medical District Act (70 ILCS 930/10(c)) was not repeated because the
Department appointed a representative within the examination period.

Failure to appoint representatives, communicate vacancies, or ensure regular attendance of
meetings prevents or hinders the boards, commissions, committees, or councils, which are
mandated to provide guidance to or from the Department, from carrying out their duties in
accordance with the statutes. (Finding Code No. 2018-004, 2016-004, 2014-005, 12-6)

RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department appoint the required designees and attend the meetings as
mandated by statute to the applicable Boards, Commissions, Committees and Councils; or,
when applicable, continue to formally communicate to the Governor’s Office the need to
fill the vacancies to comply with the required membership in the mandated Boards,
Commissions, Committees and Councils.  Further, when the Department deems it
appropriate, they should seek legislative remedy from the statutory requirement.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation
and will track compliance of statutorily required appointments and either make required
appointments or, where appropriate, seek statutory changes.
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2018-005. EINDING (Noncompliance with Statutory Mandates)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) did not comply
with various statutory mandates.

During testing, auditors noted the following:

J The Department did not administer the Illinois Industrial Coal Utilization Program and
operate a revolving loan program aimed to partially finance new coal burning facilities
or convert existing boilers to use coal located in Illinois during the examination period
when the lllinois Industrial Coal Utilization Program was the responsibility of the
Department. Executive Order 2017-03 moved the program to the Department of
Natural Resources on July 1, 2017. The Energy Conservation and Coal Development
Act (Act) (20 ILCS 1105/9) required the Department to administer the Illinois
Industrial Coal Utilization Program. The purpose of the program was to increase the
environmentally sound use of Illinois coal by qualified applicants. To that end, the
Department was to operate a revolving loan program to partially finance new coal
burning facilities sited in Illinois or conversion of existing boilers located in Illinois to
coal use, referred to as "industrial coal projects".

Failure to administer the Illinois Industrial Coal Utilization Program may limit
opportunities for businesses considering the advantages of using environmentally sound
Ilinois coal or the creation of new coal burning facilities in Illinois.

o The Department did not develop an engineering excellence program during the
examination period. The Civil Administrative Code of Illinois (Code) (20 ILCS
605/605-460) requires the Department to facilitate the coordination between
engineering schools and private business to foster innovation and share resources to
allow students to participate in the research and development area of innovative design
and to allow business to benefit from the developing skills of these students. The Code
requires the Department to:

1) Annually contact the State’s major public and private universities with
engineering schools;

2) Request a one-page written summary of the internship, externship, or residency
programs operated by the engineering college of each of the contacted
universities;

3) Identify the manufacturing businesses within 50 miles of each university that
responded to the Department concerning internship, externship, or residency
programs that could benefit from assistance in the area of innovative design; and

4) Send a letter to each manufacturer identified, informing it of the university’s
program and advising the business to contact the university if it wishes to
participate in the engineering school’s program.

The Department is also mandated to adopt rules for the engineering excellence

program.
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Not developing an engineering excellence program as required by the Code may
prevent the students in engineering schools from developing skills essential for their
future careers and private businesses from benefiting from research and development in
the area of innovative design.

The Department did not administer the Illinois Renewable Fuels Development Program
during the examination period when the Illinois Renewable Fuels Development
Program was the responsibility of the Department. Executive Order 2017-03 moved
the program to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency on July 1, 2017. The
Illinois Renewable Fuels Development Program Act (20 ILCS 689/15) (Act) stated the
Department must develop and administer the Illinois Renewable Fuels Development
Program to assist in the construction, modification, alteration, or retrofitting of
renewable fuel plants in Illinois. Section 30 of the Act requires the Department to
administer the Act and adopt any rules necessary for that purpose.

Failure to administer the Illinois Renewable Fuels Development Program may prevent
the construction, modification, alteration, or retrofitting of renewable fuel plants in
Ilinois.

The Department did not administer the Industrial Development Assistance Law (30
ILCS 720/4) (Law) which requires the Department to recognize industrial development
agencies. The Law states the Department, upon receipt of certified copies of resolution
from industrial development agencies that have been chosen to act within a particular
county, shall recognize such industrial development agency as the sole such agency
within the county. In addition, the Department did not make grants to recognize
industrial development agencies during the examination period, or develop the
necessary rules and regulations and prescribe procedures in order to assure compliance
by industrial development agencies in carrying out the purposes for which the grants
were made, as it was authorized to do so by Sections 5 and 7 of the Law, respectively.

The failure by the Department to administer the Industrial Development Assistance
Law could prevent the State from providing the assistance it intended to industrial
development agencies.

The Department did not comply with the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois (20
ILCS 605/605-205) (Code) which states the Department shall provide for liaison
between the State and regional and local planning agencies and departments; perform
state-wide planning as provided by law; provide assistance, counsel, and advice to local
and regional planning agencies when so requested; and conduct research into local
government problems as ordered by the Director.

Failing to comply with the Code and provide liaison between the State and regional and
local planning agencies and departments, as well as the other activities outlined in the
Code, could impede State, regional, and local economic planning and hinder potential
resolution of local government problems.
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The Department did not comply with the Rural Economic Development Act (30 ILCS
710/2-2) (Act) which requires the Department to administer programs providing
financial assistance in the form of interest subsidies or other forms as allowed by
federal law or regulation, court order, or federal administrative order, to individuals and
small businesses in rural areas served by rural electric cooperatives for weatherization
and energy conservation purposes during the examination period. In addition, the
Department did not administer a program demonstrating various alternative energy or
energy conservation technologies appropriate for the rural areas of the State, nor did it
provide educational materials, information and technical assistance to support energy
conservation education programs designed to assist Illinois’ rural population in dealing
with economic problems due to high energy costs (30 ILCS 710/2-3 to 2-4). Executive
Order 2017-03 moved the program to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency on
July 1, 2017.

The failure to comply with the Rural Economic Development Act prevents the State
from ensuring individuals and small businesses in rural areas are served by rural electric
cooperatives for weatherization and energy conservation purposes, as well as ensuring
the remainder of the services outlined in the Act are provided to individuals and small
businesses in rural communities.

The Department did not comply with the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois (20
ILCS 605/605-465) (Code) which requires the Department’s official website to contain
a comprehensive list of State, local, and federal economic benefits available to
businesses in each of the State’s counties and municipalities that the Department
includes on its website.

The failure to comply with this requirement of the Code prevents the State from
providing to the public a comprehensive list of economic benefits available to Illinois
businesses in a centralized location using the Department’s website.

The Department maintained the website to help persons wishing to create new
businesses or relocate businesses to Illinois as required by the Civil Administrative
Code of Illinois (20 ILCS 605/605-1007) (Code); however, when we examined the
website during fieldwork, we noted the links to the hearing instrument dispenser license
and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency website were broken as of the date of
testing. Also, the Department did not send requests to other State agencies to report any
applicable application form changes during the examination period. The Code required
the Department to create a website, by July 1, 2017, that includes:

1) an estimate of license and permitting fees for different businesses;
2) State government application forms for business licensing or registration;

3) hyperlinks to website of the responsible agency or organization responsible for
accepting the application; and

4) contact information for any local government permitting agencies that may be
relevant.
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The Code also requires the Department to contact all agencies to obtain business forms
and other information for the website. Those agencies were to respond to the
Department before July 1, 2016.

Not ensuring the functionality of the website negates the effectiveness of the
Springboard Illinois website and compliance with the Code.

o The Department did not submit modifications of its strategic economic development
plan to the Governor and General Assembly by July 1, 2017 and July 1, 2018 as
required by the Civil Administrative Code (20 ILCS 605/605-300(a). In addition,
the Department did not annually submit necessary legislation to implement the plan.

Failure to make modifications to the strategic economic development plan may
result in an outdated plan that does not address changes in economic conditions and
other factors affecting economic development.

In the previous examination, Department officials stated they would take steps to ensure
compliance with these requirements; or, where appropriate, seek statutory changes. In regard
to the current examination period, Department officials stated the noncompliance with
statutory mandates was due to lack of funding and the Department did not request funding to
administer the various programs because of resource constraints and competing priorities.

In the previous examination, the auditors noted the Department did not establish a
comprehensive community economic development project to provide technical assistance to
communities for purposes specified in the Build Illinois Act (30 ILCS 750/9-4.5). Legislation
passed during the examination period which repealed this requirement. In addition, the
Department’s Film Production Tax Credit annual reports did not include all the required
information as enumerated in subsection (c) of the Film Production Services Tax Credit Act
of 2008 (35 ILCS 16/45(c)). This part of the previous finding is partially repeated and is now
reported in finding 2018-006. Furthermore, the Department’s designee did not regularly
participate as a member on the Business Enterprise Council for Minorities, Women, and
Persons with Disabilities. During the current examination period the Department’s designee
began attending the meetings held after February 17, 2017. (Finding Code No. 2018-005,
2016-005, 2014-006, 12-7)

RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department seek or allocate resources to comply with its statutory
requirements or seek a legislative remedy as appropriate.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation
and will continue to take steps to ensure compliance with these requirements or, where
appropriate, the Department is seeking statutory changes.
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2018-006. FINDING (Weaknesses in Tax Credit Programs Administered by the Department)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) did not properly
administer the following tax credit programs.

Angel Investment Credit Program

The Department was unable to provide documentation of the tax credit certificates for 2 of
40 investors (5%) tested. Additionally, the Department failed to maintain support that the
claimant’s investment had been made and remained in the business for three years for 12
of 40 (30%) employees tested.

The Illinois Income Tax Act (35 ILCS 5/220(d)) requires the Department to implement a
program to certify an applicant for an angel investment credit. Upon satisfactory review,
the Department shall issue a tax credit certificate stating the amount of the tax credit to
which the applicant is entitled. The Department shall annually certify that the claimant’s
investment has been made and remains in the qualified new business venture for no less
than 3 years.

Department officials stated the reason for inadequate documentation for the Angel
Investment Credit Program was due to insufficient policies and procedures pertaining to
maintenance of documentation for the program.

Film Production Services Tax Credit Act of 2008

The following exceptions were noted concerning the Department’s administration of the Film
Production Services Tax Act of 2008:

. The fiscal year 2017 and 2018 quarterly reports did not indicate whether the jobs
created were entry-level, management, talent-related, vendor-related, or production
related.

o The annual report for fiscal year 2016 and 2017 did not include all the required vendor
information. It did not contain a statement as to whether the vendor is a minority-
owned business or a women-owned business, as defined under Section 2 of the
Business Enterprise for Minorities, Women, and Persons with Disabilities Act for each
vendor.

Film Production Services Tax Credit Act of 2008 (35 ILCS 16/45) requires the Department
at the end of each fiscal quarter to submit to the General Assembly a report that includes,
the economic impact of the tax credit program, including the number of jobs created and
retained, including whether the job positions are entry level, management, talent-related,
vendor-related, or production related. At the end of each fiscal year, the Department must
submit to the General Assembly a report that includes a statement as to whether the vendor
IS a minority-owned business or a women-owned business, as defined under Section 2 of
the Business Enterprise for Minorities, Women, and Persons with Disabilities Act.
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Department officials stated that noncompliance with the reporting requirements in the Film
Production Services Tax Credit Act was due to ambiguity and discrepancies in the
statutory language. The statute requires that the Department classify jobs created into
categories that are not germane to the film production services industry. In order to provide
more transparency on the quarterly report, the Department chose to classify the jobs
created in industry relevant categories. Lastly, the Department did not report whether
vendors listed in the annual report were a minority owned business or a women owed
business as mandated because the Department was reviewing how the annual reporting
requirement was impacted by the portion of the Act which stated “any documentary
materials or data made available or received by any agency or employee of the Department
are confidential and are not public records to the extent that the material or data consist of
commercial or financial information regarding the operation of the production of the
applicant for or recipient of any tax credit under this Act”.

Live Theater Production Tax Credit Act

The following exceptions were noted concerning the Department’s administration of the Live
Theater Production Tax Credit Act:

o The fiscal years 2017 and 2018 quarterly reports did not indicate whether the jobs
created were entry-level, management, vendor, or production related.

o The annual report for fiscal years 2016 and 2017 did not include all the required vendor
information. It did not contain a statement as to whether the vendors paid were
minority-owned or women-owned business, as defined under Section 2 of the Business
Enterprise for Minorities, Women, and Persons with Disabilities Act for each vendor.

The Live Theater Production Tax Credit Act (35 ILCS 17/10-50) requires the Department
at the end of each fiscal quarter to submit to the General Assembly a report that includes,
an assessment of the economic impact of the program, including the number of jobs
created and retained, and whether the job positions are entry level, management, vendor, or
production related. At the end of each fiscal year, the Department must submit to the
General Assembly a report that includes a statement of the amount paid to each identified
vendor and whether the vendor is a minority-owned or a women-owned business as
defined under Section 2 of the Business Enterprise for Minorities, Women, and Persons
with Disabilities Act.
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Department officials stated the noncompliance with the reporting requirements in the Live
Theater Production Tax Credit Act was due to ambiguity and discrepancies in the statutory
language. The statute requires that the Department classify jobs created into categories
that are not germane to the live theater production industry. In order to provide more
transparency on the quarterly report, the Department chose to classify the jobs created in
industry relevant categories. Lastly, the Department did not report whether vendors listed
in the annual report were a minority owned business or a women owed business as
mandated because the Department was reviewing how the annual reporting requirement
was impacted by the portion of the Act which stated “any documentary materials or data
made available or received by any agency or employee of the Department are confidential
and are not public records to the extent that the material or data consist of commercial or
financial information regarding the operation of or the production of the applicant or
recipient of any tax credit under this Act.”

Economic Development for a Growing Economy Tax Credit Act

The following exceptions were noted concerning the Department’s administration of the
Economic Development for a Growing Economy (EDGE) Tax Credit Act:

. Seven of 10 (70%) EDGE Tax Agreements tested did not contain a detailed description
of the number of new employees to be hired and the occupation and payroll of the full-
time jobs to be created or retained as a result of the project.

o The Department was unable to provide support for the date the EDGE Tax Agreement
was posted to its website for one of 10 (10%) EDGE Tax Agreements tested.

. The calendar year 2017 EDGE Tax Credit Program Annual Reports did not contain any
relevant modifications to existing EDGE Tax Agreements and copies of the original
EDGE Tax Agreements.

The EDGE Tax Credit Act (Act) (35 ILCS 10/5-50) states that the EDGE Tax Agreements
entered into must contain a detailed description of the new employees to be hired, and the
occupation and payroll of full-time jobs to be created or retained as a result of the project.
The Act also states that the Department shall post on its website the terms of each
Agreement entered into under this Act within 10 days after entering the agreement.
Section 5-70 of the Act states that the EDGE Tax Credit Program Annual Reports must
include, for each agreement any relevant modifications to existing agreements and a copy
of each original agreement.

Department officials stated the noncompliance found related to the EDGE Tax Credit Act
was due to insufficient policies and procedures.
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The State Records Act (5 ILCS 160/8) requires the Department to make and preserve
records containing adequate and proper documentation of the functions and procedures of
the Department designed to furnish information to protect the legal and financial rights of
the State and of persons directly affected by the Department’s activities.

Documentation of tax credits provided to taxpayers is necessary in order to verify
compliance with the applicable statutes. Additionally, failing to report the required
information to the General Assembly prevents legislators from adequately evaluating the
programs. (Finding Code No. 2018-006)

RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department improve its policies and procedures for tax credit
programs and include provisions to maintain all documentation required by statute.
Additionally, we recommend the Department submit reports to the General Assembly,
which includes all the statutorily required information or, when necessary, seek to clarify
the statutory language.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity partially accepts the
recommendation and will strengthen internal controls and increase internal resources to
ensure compliance with these requirements or, where appropriate, the Department is
seeking statutory changes, except as set forth below.

Film Production Services Tax Credit Act of 2008

The Department disagrees with the finding that it did not properly administer the Film
Production Services Tax Credit Program. Auditors tested 60 randomly selected completed
film tax credit claim files and had no findings. The administration of the application for,
and issuance of the tax credit claims is the essence of the program.

The Department disagrees with the finding relating to the quarterly report requiring “an
assessment of the economic impact of the program, including the number of jobs created
and retained, and whether the job positions are entry level, management, vendor, or
production related.” The job categories listed in Section 45(b)(i) are not germane to the
film production services industry. In order to provide more transparency on the quarterly
report and accurately reports the jobs impact of the program, the Department chose to
classify the jobs created in industry relevant categories.
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Lastly, the Department did not report whether vendors listed in the annual report were a
minority-owned business or a women-owned business as mandated for two separate, but
independent, reasons. First, as these businesses are doing business with the State, they are
not generally registered with the State as minority- or women-owned businesses. In other
words, there is no central repository of such certified businesses for the Department to
identify which vendors qualify as such, and there are civil rights concerns with respect to
the Department proactively soliciting such information. Second, Section 45(c)(2) & (3)
requires this information to be reported on a production-specific basis for each vendor
which is in direct conflict with the portion of the Act which stated “any documentary
materials or data made available or received by any agency or employee of the Department
are confidential and are not public records to the extent that the material or data consist of
commercial or financial information regarding the operation of or the production of the
applicant or recipient of any tax credit under this Act.” Section 50.

Live Theater Production Tax Credit Act

The Department disagrees with the finding that it did not properly administer the Live
Theater Production Tax Credit Program. Auditors tested four (4) randomly selected
completed live theater tax credit claim files and had no findings. The administration of the
application for, and issuance of the tax credit claims is the essence of the program.

The Department disagrees with the finding relating to the quarterly report requiring “an
assessment of the economic impact of the program, including the number of jobs created
and retained, and whether the job positions are entry level, management, vendor, or
production related.” The job categories listed in Section 10-50(b)(i) are not germane to the
live theater production industry. In order to provide more transparency on the quarterly
report and accurately reports the jobs impact of the program, the Department chose to
classify the jobs created in industry relevant categories.

Lastly, the Department did not report whether vendors listed in the annual report were a
minority-owned business or a women-owned business as mandated for two separate, but
independent, reasons. First, as these businesses are doing business with the State, they are
not generally registered with the State a minority- or women-owned businesses. In other
words, there is no central repository of such certified businesses for the Department to
identify which vendors qualify as such, and there are civil rights concerns with respect to
the Department proactively soliciting such information. Second, Section 10-50(c)(2)
requires this information to be reported on a production-specific basis for each vendor
which is in direct conflict with the portion of the Act which stated “any documentary
materials or data made available or received by any agency or employee of the Department
are confidential and are not public records to the extent that the material or data consist of
commercial or financial information regarding the operation of or the production of the
applicant or recipient of any tax credit under this Act.” Section 50.
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AUDITOR’S COMMENT

Auditors noted two exceptions in the Department’s administration of both the Film
Production Services Tax Credit Act program and the Live Theater Production Tax Credit
program. The administration of these programs encompasses not only the processing of
the claim file applications for the tax credits, but also encompasses the Department’s
reporting responsibilities under the applicable statutes. The quarterly reporting of jobs
created by job position for these two tax credits is clearly delineated in Sections 35 ILCS
16/45(b)(1) and 35 ILCS 17/10-50(b)(1) of the statutes. If the Department believes the
categories specified in the statutes are not germane to the film production services or live
theater production industries, we have recommended that the Department seek legislative
remedy from the statutory requirement.
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2018-007. FINDING (Failure to Comply with Certain Provisions of the Public Utilities Act)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) did not comply
with certain provisions of the Public Utilities Act.

During testing, auditors noted the following:

o Natural gas utilities and the Department are required to use cost-effective energy
efficiency to reduce direct and indirect costs to consumers. Certain requirements of the
Public Utilities Act do not apply to customers of a natural gas utility that are considered
a Self-Directing Customer (SDC) or Exempt Customer. In the previous examination,
auditors noted the only SDC application received during the examination period was
approved by the Department 32 days late. During the current examination period, no
new applications were received by the Department to approve. As a result, auditors
could not follow-up on this portion of the prior year finding. The Public Utilities Act
(220 ILCS 5/8-104(m)(2)) requires the Department to review the application for an
SDC or Exempt Customer to determine that it contains the required information and the
review shall be completed within 30 days after the date the application is filed with the
Department.

o Three of eight (38%) of SDC’s tested did not timely submit their annual reports. The
annual reports were submitted 66 to 121 days late. The Public Utilities Act (220 ILCS
5/8-104(m)(1)(E)) requires the SDC’s to report statutorily required information by
October 1 of each year.

o The Department did not formally appoint a non-voting trustee on the Illinois Clean
Energy Community Trust (Trust). During the previous examination, auditors noted the
Department’s official representative on the Trust continued to be the former Director of
the Department. The Department communicated its intent to update its representation
to the Trust to the Governor’s Office of Boards and Commissions; however, the signed
and notarized oath of office form necessary to formalize the appointment was not
completed. During the current examination, auditors determined the Department did
not appoint a member to the Trust. The Public Utilities Act (220 ILCS 5/16-111.1 (b)
(1)) requires the Department to appoint a non-voting trustee to serve the Trust.

In response to this finding from the previous examination, the Department stated it would
take steps to ensure compliance with the requirements of the Public Utilities Act; or, where
appropriate, the Department would seek statutory changes. Department officials stated the
SDC’s did not file their annual reports on time despite repeated follow-up by the
Department. Department officials stated the failure to complete the appointment to the
Illinois Clean Energy Community Trust was due to competing priorities.

Failure to ensure SDC’s submit their annual reports timely deprives the Department of
valuable information needed to monitor the SDCs’ compliance with the Act. Failure to
formalize appointments may result in the Trust not meeting its intended objectives and
functions. (Finding Code No. 2018-007, 2016-008, 2014-008)
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RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department work with the SDC’s to ensure timely filing of their
annual reports. Further, we recommend the Department appoint a trustee to the Trust.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation
and will continue to take steps to ensure compliance with these requirements.
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2018-008. FINDING (Employee Performance Evaluations were Not Completed Annually and
Timely)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) did not perform
annual employee performance evaluations for all employees and did not perform certain
employee performance evaluations on a timely basis.

During testing of employee files for performance evaluations, auditors noted the following:

o Seventeen of 40 (43%) employees tested did not have annual performance evaluations
completed for fiscal year 2017 and 2018.

o Evaluations for eight of 40 (20%) employees were completed 9 to 398 days after they
were due.

Personnel rules issued by the Department of Central Management Services (80 Illinois
Administrative Code 302.270(d)) require performance records to include an evaluation of
employee performance prepared by each agency not less often than annually. The
Department’s Employee Policy Manual Section 2.13 (Employee Evaluations) states,
“Evaluations must take place no less than every twelve (12) months unless otherwise
specified under the Illinois Personnel Rules. For employees serving four (4) month
probationary period, the supervisor must prepare and submit to the Office of Human
Resources an evaluation form after two (2) months of the probationary period and another
evaluation two (2) weeks prior to the end of the probationary period.”

In response to this finding from the previous examination, the Department stated it was
taking steps to ensure compliance with these requirements. The Department’s Executive
Management would communicate an expectation of compliance to managers and
supervisors. In the current examination, Department officials stated the failure to complete
performance evaluations or timely complete performance evaluations were due to
employees’ and supervisors’ competing priorities.

Employee performance evaluations are a systematic and uniform approach used for the
development of employees and communication of performance expectations to employees.
Without timely completion of an employee performance evaluation, the employee would
not be provided with formal feedback or assessment of his or her performance, and areas
for improvements and current year's performance goals and objectives may not be
identified and communicated in a timely manner. Employee performance evaluations
should serve as a foundation for salary adjustments, promotions, demotions, discharges,
layoff, recall, or reinstatement decisions. (Finding Code No. 2018-008, 2016-010, 2014-
010, 12-3, 10-3, 08-5, 06-4)
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RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department timely complete employee performance evaluations and
continue to monitor compliance with the Illinois Administrative Code and Department

policy.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation.
Executive leadership is actively engaged in identifying opportunities to strengthen the
process and hold supervisors accountable.
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2018-009. FINDING (Weaknesses in Controls over State Property)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) had weaknesses
in controls over its State property.

During review of the Department’s compliance with State property requirements, auditors
noted the following:

The Department did not have an adequate segregation of duties when conducting its
State property inventory. The Property Control Officer conducts a physical count of
assets and maintains the property control records. In the previous examination, the
Department stated it would implement procedures to segregate the duty of taking
physical inventory from the duties of tracking and reporting of State property.
During the current examination, Department officials stated the issue regarding
segregation of duties is attributable to budget constraints and staffing allocations.

The Department was unable to locate a table top display with a cost of $193. In
response to the prior year finding, the Department stated it would implement
procedures to improve the accountability of transfers and disposals of State property.
Department officials stated the equipment that could not be located was due to the
property control unit not being more diligent in recording and tracking equipment.

The Department did not dispose of assets in accordance with the property control rules.
The Department was unable to provide any information regarding the disposal of one
asset with a cost of $130. Department officials stated the missing disposal
documentation was due to the property control unit not being more diligent in recording
and tracking equipment.  In addition, the Department disposed of 30 pieces of
information technology (IT) equipment, including three items leased through the
Department of Innovation and Technology (DolT), totaling $59,426. The Department
was unable to provide support showing the hard drives of the IT equipment had been
wiped of confidential information for 17 of 30 (57%) pieces of IT equipment totaling
$28,652. In response to the prior year finding, the Department stated it would
implement procedures to improve the accountability of transfers and disposals of
State property. Department officials stated the absence of the support documenting the
wiping of some IT equipment items was due to the Department’s misunderstanding of
these duties during the transition to the Department of Innovation and Technology.

The Fiscal Control and Internal Auditing Act (30 ILCS 10/3001) requires all State agencies
to establish and maintain a system, or systems, of internal fiscal and administrative
controls to provide assurance that resources are used efficiently and effectively, and
obligations and costs are in compliance with applicable laws. Good internal controls
require the segregation of duties when conducting inventories of State property. Persons
with access to the property control records should not also conduct the physical inventory
of the State property.
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The State Property Control Act (30 ILCS 605/4) requires the Department to be accountable
for the supervision, control and inventory of all items under its jurisdiction and control. In
addition, the Department had the responsibility to ensure confidential information was
protected from disclosure and that provisions of the Personal Information Protection Act
(815 ILCS 530/30) were followed.

Inadequate segregation of duties in conducting State property inventories increases the risk
of misappropriation of State property. Failure to follow property control rules relating to
the inventory and disposal of State property may result in erroneous property control
records and increases the risks associated with the potential exposure of confidential
personal information. (Finding Code No. 2018-009, 2016-011)

RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department provide sufficient resources to adequately segregate
conflicting duties when conducting inventories of State property. We also recommend the
Department’s property control unit improve controls over the recording and tracking of
State property. Lastly, we recommend the Department ensure that all of its hard drives are
wiped of confidential information prior to disposal.

DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation
and will strengthen internal controls to improve the recording, tracking, and disposal of
property. The Department will segregate conflicting duties relevant to the inventorying of
State property, as staffing allocations allow.
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2018-010. FINDING (Weaknesses over Employee Time Reporting)

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) had weaknesses
in controls over employee time reporting.

The Department utilizes the automated eTime system for reporting and summarizing the
employees” work hours and time off. Each employee is expected to submit a weekly
timesheet in the eTime system for approval by the supervisor.

During testing of 111 timesheets, auditors noted thirty-three (30%) were not submitted by
employees timely. The timesheets were submitted two to 38 business days late after the
timesheet period end date.

In addition, auditors noted two of 40 (5%) employees tested did not submit leave request
forms in a timely manner according to the Department’s policies. The leave requests were
submitted one to 2 business days late.

The State Officials and Employees Ethics Act (5 ILCS 430/5-5(c)) (Act) requires State
employees to periodically submit time sheets documenting the time spent each day on
official State business to the nearest quarter hour.

The Department’s Employee Policy Manual (Manual), (Section 2.5) states “All employees
are required to submit, on a weekly basis, their Daily Time Report within the eTime
system for approval. The report must accurately reflect (a) time spent on official State
business; and (b) authorized leave to the nearest quarter hour. The Daily Time Report
must be submitted weekly.” Further, the Manual (Section 2.5.1) requires each employee to
electronically submit their Daily Time Report to verify its accuracy and submit to their
immediate supervisor for approval.

In response to this finding from the previous examination, the Department stated it would take
steps to ensure compliance with these requirements. The Department stated its Executive
Management would communicate an expectation of compliance to managers and supervisors.

Department officials stated timesheets and leave request forms were not submitted timely due
to oversight.

By not ensuring timely submission of appropriate timesheets from some of its employees,
the Department does not have complete documentation of the time spent by these
employees on official State business as required by the Act. (Finding Code No. 2018-010,
2016-012)

RECOMMENDATION

We recommend the Department strengthen controls and monitor the eTime system to
ensure employees’ time records are completed and submitted timely.
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DEPARTMENT RESPONSE

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity accepts the recommendation
and is taking steps to ensure compliance with these requirements. The Department’s
Executive Management will communicate an expectation of compliance to managers and
supervisors. Furthermore, an update of the Employee Policy Manual to more closely align
the Department’s timekeeping practices to those of the Ethics Act is close to completion.
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PRIOR YEAR FINDINGS NOT REPEATED

EINDING (Noncompliance with the Employment and Economic Opportunity for
Persons with Disabilities Task Force Act and Illinois Employment First
Act)

During the previous examination, the Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity (Department) did not fully comply with the Employment and Economic
Opportunity for Persons with Disabilities Task Force Act and the Illinois Employment
First Act. The Employment and Economic Opportunity Task Force (Task Force), of which
the Department is a member, did not produce an annual report of its activities and
recommendations as of May 1% of each year. In addition the Task Force did not finalize
measurable goals and objectives for the State to ensure implementation of the Illinois
Employment First Act and the Task Force did not submit the final five-year strategic report
due June 30, 2015.

During the current examination, the Task Force filed its annual report due May 1, 2018,
but did not file its annual report due May 1, 2017. In addition the Task Force finalized
measurable goals and objectives for the State and submitted the final five-year strategic
plan in January 2018. Therefore this finding was moved to the report of immaterial
findings. (Finding Code No. 2016-006)

FINDING (Noncompliance with the Retailers' Occupation Tax Act)

During the previous examination, the Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity (Department) did not comply with certain requirements of the Retailer’s
Occupation Tax Act. The Department did not timely act upon the applications for
eligibility for retailer’s occupation tax exemption by business enterprises.

During the current examination, no exceptions were noted during our sample testing of the

Department’s determination of eligibility related to the Retailer’s Occupation Tax Act. As
a result, this finding was not repeated. (Finding Code. 2016-007, 2014-007)

FINDING (Exceptions Identified with Interagency Agreements)

During the previous examination, auditors identified exceptions at the Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity (Department) while testing interagency agreements.
The exceptions were related to the sharing of services of certain employees between the
Department and other State agencies. In these instances, the cost or expenditures related to
the services were not shared or allocated between the parties. In addition, one employee
covered by the interagency agreements whose salary was paid by the Department did not
submit timesheets to the Department. Finally, interagency agreements tested were not
signed by all parties prior to the effective date of the agreements.
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During the current examination, we noted the interagency agreements sample tested
pertaining to the sharing of services of certain employees between the Department and
other State agencies adequately allocated cost or expenditures related to the employees’
services and timesheets were submitted if necessary. Additionally, all agreements tested
were signed by all parties prior to the effective date of the contract. As a result, this
finding was not repeated. (Finding Code No. 2016-009, 2014-009)

Mission Statement

The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s (Department) mission is to raise
Illinois’ profile as a premier global business destination and to provide a foundation for the
economic prosperity of all Illinoisans, through coordination of business recruitment and
retention, provision of essential capital to small businesses, investment in infrastructure and job
training for a 21st century economy, and administration of State and federal grant programs.

Organization

The Department was created in 1979 by the Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity
Law (20 ILCS 605/605) to provide a wide range of programs and services to promote economic
development in Illinois.

Sean McCarthy was named Acting Director on April 1, 2016 and was confirmed as Director in
February 2017. Leslie Munger was named Acting Director on September 24, 2018 to January
11, 2019. Erin Guthrie was named Acting Director on January 21, 2019. Former Director
McCarthy, Acting Director Munger, and Acting Direct Guthrie all worked or work from the
Department’s office at 100 West Randolph Street, Suite 3-400, in Chicago.

The Department’s Regional Field Offices provide front-line services to all areas of the State.
These offices are located in: Springfield, Effingham, Peoria, Canton, Lisle, Chicago, Rockford,
Viola, Marion, Galesburg and Quincy.

In addition to the offices located in Illinois, the Department also maintains International Offices
staffed with the Department’s trade representatives who work to increase Illinois exports to
global markets, facilitate foreign investment into Illinois, and market Illinois to foreign travelers
and tourists. As of June 30, 2018, the Department’s International Offices are located in:
Brussels, Tokyo, Mexico City, Toronto, Shanghai, and Jerusalem.

Internal Organization

The Department's organizational structure has two types of units: administrative and
programmatic.

The Department's central administration point is the Director's Office, which houses the
administrative offices of: Accountability and Transparency; Financial Management; Equal
Opportunity Monitoring and Compliance; Grants Management; Human Resources; Information
Management; Legislative Affairs; Management Operations; Marketing and Communications;

The Department's programs and services are delivered by the programmatic units, which are
organized into the following 13 Offices:

The Office of Business Development administers a wide array of programs and
services designed to help Illinois businesses thrive in today's economy. The
incentives offered through these programs help sustain and expand current business,
in addition to attracting new businesses.

The Office of Coal Development works to preserve and strengthen the Illinois coal
production and related industries by providing infrastructure support, coal education
programs, technical and financial support for research and development, and commercial-
scale demonstration of promising clean coal utilization technologies. The Coal
Development Programs was suspended in 2015 and Executive Order 2017-03 transferred
functions, duties, rights and responsibilities related to the Office from the Department to
the Illinois Department of Natural Resources as of July 1, 2017.

The Office of Community Development offers programs designed to improve the physical
and social infrastructure of Illinois communities by providing financial assistance,
technical assistance, and support programs which encourage and support community
building.

The Office of Employment and Training works to cultivate a well-trained Illinois
workforce by expanding employment and training opportunities to Illinois citizens, with
the goal of assisting them achieve financial independence and an enhanced quality of life.
The office administers the federal government’s hallmark national job training program -
the Workforce Investment Act (WIA), now known as the Workforce Innovation and
Opportunity Act (WIOA).

The Office of Community Assistance (formerly the Office of Energy Assistance) offers
programs that are designed to help low income residents manage their home energy costs.
The two main programs include the Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program
(LIHEAP), which provides supplemental funding to eligible low income families to assist
them in paying their utility bills; and the Illinois Home Weatherization Assistance
Program (IHWAP), which provides home weatherization assistance that will translate into
lower energy consumption, resulting in low income families’ energy bills becoming more
affordable. The Community Service Block Grant (CSBG) program in collaboration with
Community Action Agencies (CAA) offer a variety of services to assist individuals and
families in moving towards self-sufficiency, including rental assistance for income
eligible families seeking housing.

The Office of Entrepreneurship, Innovation and Technology works to identify and serve
the needs of Illinois small businesses and entrepreneurs to help sustain and grow their
businesses in a rapidly changing global economy. Programs provide comprehensive
business assistance, training, information, advocacy, and access to critical resources.

The Office of Energy and Recycling creates jobs and stimulates economic development
in lllinois through programs and policies that spur investment in Illinois' green economy.
All Recycling Programs have been suspended since 2015 and Executive Order 2017-03
transferred the functions, duties, rights and responsibilities related to the Office from the
Department to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as of July 1, 2017.

The Illinois Film Office works to increase the number of productions filmed in Illinois,
promoting Illinois as a center for film, television, commercials, cable and multimedia.

The Office of Regional Economic Development is comprised of field staff deployed in
each of the State's eight economic development regions. These local DCEO
representatives live and work in the communities they serve and are charged with
facilitating economic development efforts in their regions, in addition to providing
communities with front-line access to State programs and services.

The Office of Tourism administers programs and services designed to market Illinois as a
tourism destination to increase domestic and international visitation to the State. The office
strives to manage statewide tourism industry efforts to result in sustainable and significant
economic and quality-of-life benefits for Illinois citizens.

The Office of Trade and Investment works to create jobs and commerce in Illinois by
helping Illinois firms export their products and by attracting new foreign direct investment
to Illinois.

The Office of Urban Assistance‘s mission is to create and implement policies designed to
address the pressing economic needs of residents, businesses and stakeholders in the
State's urban areas. The Office of Urban Assistance oversees programs such as the
Employment Opportunities Grant Program the Urban Weatherization Initiative and the
[llinois Fresh Food Financing Initiative.

The Office of Minority Economic Empowerment was formed within the Department in
December 2016. The Office focuses and promotes opportunities for all minority
communities across the state through targeted programs, resources and advocates. The
goal is to ensure minority enterprises have an equal opportunity to contribute to the growth
of the Illinois economy and serve as an advocate for businesses, entrepreneurs and start-
ups in traditionally economically-disadvantaged groups.

The Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s (Department) explanations for
significant fluctuations in expenditures as presented in the Comparative Schedule of Net
Appropriations, Expenditures, and Lapsed Balances - by Fund (Schedule 5) are detailed below. For
the purpose of this analysis, a significant fluctuation is defined as a variation that equaled or exceeded
$750,000 and 20% as compared to the prior year.

During fiscal year 2017, Public Act 100-0021 stated the appropriation authority granted by the General
Assembly did not supersede any court order directing the expenditure of funds and stated such

payments were added to the appropriations granted by the General Assembly.

General Revenue Fund — 0001

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 in this fund due to the Department
receiving an appropriation for this fund in fiscal year 2018 and not requiring court-ordered
expenditures for that fiscal year.

DCEQ Projects Fund — 0419

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to a one-time project that
occurred in fiscal year 2017. The expenditures then decreased in fiscal year 2018 after the completion
of the one-time project in fiscal year 2017.

State Small Business Credit Initiative Fund — 0506

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to reductions in funding
availability for this program. Also, loan demand varies from year-to-year, which impacts the
expenditure levels.

Energy Efficiency Portfolio — 0531

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the lack of an approved
State budget for most of fiscal year 2016. As a result, the Department was unable to issue grants until
the end of fiscal year 2016.

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the Department not
receiving an appropriation for this fund in fiscal year 2018.

Workforce, Technology, and Economic Development Fund — 0552

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 because the availability and
necessity to use this fund has decreased since fiscal year 2016. This fund had a historic balance and,
during the budget impasse in fiscal year 2016, when no funding was available in the General Revenue
Fund, the Department used this fund for the required match for Small Business and Development
Center (SBDC) grants. Once the General Revenue Fund was made available again, the SBDC match
was made from it beginning in fiscal year 2017.

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the backlog of spending
that occurred during fiscal year 2017 because of the fiscal year 2016 budget impasse.

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the lack of an approved
State budget for most of fiscal year 2016. As a result, the Department was unable to issue grants until
the end of fiscal year 2016.

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to transfers that were held
by the Illinois Office of the Comptroller in fiscal year 2018. The Department did not have access to

the cash necessary to have activity levels like fiscal year 2017.

Intermodal Facilities Promotion Fund — 0780

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the establishment of the
fund in fiscal year 2017.

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the Department not
receiving an appropriation for this fund in fiscal year 2018.

DCEO Energy Projects Fund — 0820

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the Department receiving
a new award in fiscal year 2017 that was not available in fiscal year 2016.

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the Department not having
an appropriation for this fund in fiscal year 2018 because it was transferred to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency in fiscal year 2018.

Federal Energy Projects Fund — 0859

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the Department not having
an appropriation for this fund in fiscal year 2018.

Community Services Block Grant Fund — 0871

Changes to the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act that were implemented in fiscal year 2017
resulted in less grant expenditures in the year of implementation compared to fiscal year 2018.

The expenditures decreased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the continued winding
down of the Ike Disaster Recovery Program that provided housing repair and rehabilitation for homes
substantially damaged by the Ike Disaster in 2008.

Build Illinois Bond Fund - 0971

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the lack of an approved
State budget for most of fiscal year 2016. As a result, the Department was unable to issue grants until
the end of fiscal year 2016.

The expenditures increased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to an increase in appropriated
projects for this fund in fiscal year 2018.

General Revenue Fund - 0001

Receipts decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the grant population decreasing
in this fund. In addition, prior year refunds are dependent on the amount unused grant monies at
close out and will vary from year to year.

Small Business Environmental Assistance Fund - 0387

Receipts increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the budget impasse in fiscal
year 2016 when there were no receipts for this fund.

State Small Business Credit Initiative Fund - 0506

Receipts increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to more borrowers paying their
loans off early in fiscal year 2017 compared to fiscal year 2016.

Receipts increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the budget impasse in fiscal
year 2016. Receipts decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the program
winding down in fiscal year 2018.

Energy Efficiency Trust Fund - 0571

Receipts increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to Illinois Department of Revenue
receiving and depositing some of the fiscal year 2016 billings in fiscal year 2017 on behalf of the
Department. This same reason explained the significant decrease of receipts in fiscal year 2018
from fiscal year 2017.

Commerce and Community Affairs Assistance Fund - 0636

Receipts decreased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016, and then increased in fiscal year 2018
from fiscal year 2017. The Department attributed these fluctuations to the timing of receipts
received from the federal government not being consistent between fiscal years.

Energy Administration Fund - 0737

Receipts decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the budget impasse in fiscal
year 2016. The federal grants are based upon expenses incurred. Fiscal year 2016 expenses were
delayed until fiscal year 2017. As aresult, fiscal year 2017 draws on the federal grants were higher

DCEO Energy Projects Fund - 0820

Receipts increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to a new award that was received
in fiscal year 2017 where the federal government provided the funding up-front. Receipts
decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 because the Department did not receive a
similar award in fiscal year 2018.

Federal Energy Fund - 0859

Receipts increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to a new award received from the
federal government in fiscal year 2017. Receipts decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year
2017 due to this program being transferred to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency.

Community Services Block Grant Fund- 0871

As noted in the Analysis of Significant Variations in Expenditures, a fluctuation in expenditures
was caused by changes to the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act that were implemented
in fiscal year 2017 which resulted in a decrease in grant spending in the first year of
implementation and increased spending in fiscal year 2018. Since expenditures increased in fiscal
year 2018 the Department was required to make more draws on Federal funds, resulting in
increased receipts.

Community Development/Small Cities Block Grant Fund - 0875

Receipts decreased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to two of the disaster relief
programs winding down. Receipts increased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the
revolving loan fund accounts being closed and the money being returned to the Department.

Coal Technology Development Assistance Fund - 0925

Receipts increased in fiscal year 2017 from fiscal year 2016 due to the Coal program not being
funded and grants being suspended. Grantees were required to return any unspent funds. Receipts
decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the fund transferring to the Department
of Natural Resources.

Build Illinois Bond Fund - 0971

Receipts decreased in fiscal year 2018 from fiscal year 2017 due to the grant population continually
decreasing as a result of a lack of a capital budget since fiscal year 2015.

Payment of Prior Year Costs in Future Fiscal Years

Article 74 of Public Act 99-0524 authorized the Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity (Department) to pay fiscal Year 2016 costs using the Department’s fiscal Year
2017 appropriations for non-payroll expenditures. The Department did not have any outstanding
invoices from fiscal Year 2016 unpaid after the closure of the fiscal Year 2016 lapse period on
August 31, 2016. Therefore, the Department did not use its fiscal Year 2017 appropriations to
pay its fiscal Year 2016 costs.

In addition, Article 998 of Public Act 100-0021 authorized the Department to pay its unpaid Fiscal
Year 2016 and Fiscal Year 2017 costs using either the Department’s Fiscal Year 2017 or Fiscal

The Department and its vendors did not participate in alternative financing in lieu of enacted
appropriations involving the Illinois Finance Authority during fiscal years 2017 and 2018.

Transactions Involving the Vendor Payment Program and Vendor Support Initiative Program

Vendor Payment Program (VPP)

In 2011, the State of Illinois (State) created the voluntary VPP in response to delays in payments
for goods and services provided by the State’s vendors arising from the State’s cash flow deficit.
The Department of Central Management Services (CMS) approved third party financing entities
to act as “qualified purchasers” of accounts receivable from “participating vendors” who had
submitted invoices which had not been paid by the State.

A participating vendor’s accounts receivable is eligible for the VPP if it is from an invoice
unpaid by the State that is (1) not for medical assistance payments (2) where 90 days have
passed since the proper bill date, which is (3) entitled to interest under the State Prompt Payment
Act (Act) (30 ILCS 540) and (4) free of any liens or encumbrances. Under the terms of an
agreement between a qualified purchaser and the participating vendor, the participating vendor
receives payment for 90% of the receivable balance. The participating vendor, in turn, assigns its
rights to the interest due under the Act to the qualified purchaser. When the State Comptroller
ultimately pays the invoice, the participating vendor receives the remaining 10% due (less any
offsets).

Notably, while CMS approved the qualified purchasers and provided information to vendors
about VPP, neither CMS nor the State are parties to the assignment agreements.

During fiscal year 2017, four vendors participated in the Vendor Payment Program (VPP) for 266
invoices totaling $25,469,919. During fiscal year 2018, no vendors participated in the program.

Vendor Support Initiative Program (VSI)

During fiscal year 2016, the State created the voluntary VSI as an alternative to the VPP for
cases where the Department lacked an enacted appropriation or other legal expenditure authority
to present invoices to the State Comptroller for payment. The VSI operated similarly to the VPP,
although the Department was required to determine a participating vendor’s invoice (1) would
have met the requirements of the VPP and (2) provided the proper bill date of invoice prior to the
qualified purchaser and participating vendor entering into an agreement where the participating
vendor received payment for 90% of the receivable balance. The participating vendor, in turn,
assigned its rights to the interest due under the Act to the qualified purchaser. After the State
Comptroller ultimately paid the invoice after the Department received appropriations or other
legal expenditure authority to pay the invoice, the participating vendor received the remaining
10% due (less any offsets).

Prompt Payment Interest Costs

The Department calculated the prompt payment interest due to vendors under the State Prompt
Payment Act (Act) (30 ILCS 540) using the vendor’s proper bill date through the date the State
Comptroller issues a warrant to the vendor, regardless of when and if an enacted appropriation
existed during fiscal year 2017. The Act (30 ILCS 540/3-2) and the Illinois Administrative Code
(74 Tl. Admin. Code 900.100) require interest to be paid under a daily simple interest rate of .033%
(1% over a 30-day period) for every day elapsed following the 90th day after a vendor submits an
eligible proper bill to the Department.
